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Abstract
These are guidelines for submissions to the 2019 U.S. National Report. All submission should follow these guidelines and be written using this template. The U.S. National Report editor will ask you to resubmit your submission if it does not conform to this template. A submission must be within a maximum of 3 pages of text, single-spaced, letter-size (8.5” x 11”) size. The font type Times New Roman with a size of ten (10) points is be used.
Introduction
Use of paragraphing is encouraged, and section headings should be used. Up to three figures (e.g., maps, pictures, graphs) may be used. When using figures, captions should left-aligned directly beneath the figure. All captions should be numbered consecutively, e.g. Figure 1, Figure 2, Figure 3), and a reference to the figure (Figure 1) should be included in the text. You may also decide to reference Figure 1 in the text this way.

You can use up to 1 table (Table 1). Use the standard table tools in Word or import the table from Excel or equivalent. Add a title above the table.

Section Heading 1

Section Heading 2
Submissions for the U.S. National Report will be editor-reviewed short papers of 500-1,500 words (i.e., approximately 1 to 3 full pages of text) with up to three accompanying graphics (images, maps, graphs, tables, etc.). Section Heading 3
Contributions may include achievements and activities of organizations or institutions; methods for the development, management, or dissemination of cartographic data and products; software, web, mobile, and other apps; applications of cartographic and GIS techniques within domain areas; novel cartographic methods and technologies; emerging technologies in mapping; curriculum development, MOOCs, and online courses or programs; and unique interdisciplinary activities in cartography and GIScience.
